e Once the application has been considered by the Whyte Museum the client will receive
a copy of the application with permission in writing for the requested use of the specific
material or a statement of refusal and the reasons for the decision. Allow one week for
the application review.

IDENTIFICATIONS: The client is responsible for recording identification and other details
pertaining fo the items to be used.
